Producing discourse, products, or 
performances that have some sense of 
personal meaning and value beyond 
merely “doing work for the teacher.” 
The activity is imbued with purpose. 
At the highest level, such efforts may 
even have utilitarian, aesthetic, or 
social value that transcends the 
classroom and connects students’ 
learning to the larger world.
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
